“CHINESE NEW YEAR” QUILT BLOCK EXCHANGE

FOR THE QUILTING BEE

February 2010 is the month we celebrate Chinese New Year. Here is a fun block created by Lynda Burns, called Chinese Coins. Please follow the directions, so that the winner gets blocks that match each other’s size. Any questions on the block, call Lynda at 927-0948.
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◄◄Method #1: This is the scrapbuster method. Cut 1 ¼” x 3 ½” pieces from lots of fabrics and sew them to form TWO 3 ½” x 13” long coin stacks. Press and trim the strips to 3” wide x 13” long. If you sew each coin from a different direction, it won’t bow. ◄◄◄◄
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►►Method #2: Cut lengths of several fabrics 1 ¼” wide & sew into a strip set. Press and cut the strips into 3 1/2” wide segments. Sew several of the segments together to form TWO 13” coin stacks. Press and trim the stack to a 3” width. If you sew each strip from a different direction, it won’t bow. ►►►►
Both Methods: Cut THREE 13” x 3” strips from a white background for each block. Sew together as in the block sample, with a white background on each end. Press the seam allowances toward the background (white) strips.

Important: Square your block to 12 ½” square, so that they are all the same size.
